A creator makes new things. Creators make things for 
different reasons. This means a creator can be different 
things.  
 
 
The story of  
Creation is found 
 in Genesis (the  
first book of the  
Bible).  
 
Christians say that 
God created the  
world in 7 days.  
 
Christians say thank 
you to God for the  
world. 
 
Christians praise  
God for the world. 
They praise God by 
praying at different  
times of the day. 
 
Some Christians say grace before they eat to say thank 
you to God for the food they are about to eat. 
 
Being grateful  
Christians show that they are grateful to God at Harvest 
time. They give to people who might need things.  
 
People of all faiths and those who do not have a faith 
show that they are thankful for the world by saying 
thank you or showing their thanks by giving to others.

Christians, Jews and Muslims believe 
that God is the creator. They believe 

God created life.  
 

God is the special  
word that Christians 
use for the creator.
